1. POLICING :

Clir Davies (Chairing the meeting in Clir Tilston’s absence) said that a meeting
of the Sub-Committee was needed in order to make further progress as no
correspondence had been received.

3. COUNTY BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Geraint Smith has undertaken minor works at the junction of College Hill and
St. Albans road. There is a problem which is preventing them placing an
additional grid. If the minor works are not successfull he will investigate other
possibilities. In relation to the double yellow lines the legal implication will be
advertised with many others accross the couty in the coming weeks as part of
one consolidating order. Clir Rogers has met with Darren Green, senior traffic
Engineer at College Hill and Tanyfron Road and recommends that the layby
and stop outside the Community Centre remain unmarked as it is envisaged
that the placement , with relation to residents vehicle parking.Collee Hill- Clir
Birch had been in touch with Cllir Rogers about an issue in relation to the
unadopted road to the rear of College Hill. As itis unadopted there is very
little the council can do other than possible place “recycled hardcore” down
when it becomes available.
