MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BRYMBO COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 10 JUNE 2008 IN THE ENTERPRISE CENTRE BRYMBO.

The Chairman’s Declaration of Acceptance of Office was signed by the Chairman, and councillors who were not present at the May meeting signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office  The Chairman said that he wished to thank Cllr Shone for chairing the May meetings in his absence, and said that in the coming year he intends to use all the experience he gained from holding the office on previous occasions.  The minutes of the meetings held on 13 May 2008 were confirmed as a true record, and signed by the Chairman.
1. POLICING 
Pc Hughes gave a crime report for the month of May.  Brymbo – 3 reported incidents, comprising assault and criminal damage.  There had been 9 reported incidents of anti-social behaviour.  Bwlchgwyn – 2 reported incidents of common assault.  No incidents of anti-social behaviour had been reported.  Vron – 2 reported incidents of theft and interference with a vehicle.  There had been 3 reports of anti-social behaviour.  Pc Hughes said that a presentation had been given to Bwlchgwyn school children, staff, and parents, focussing on litter and dog fouling, and this was well received.  The matter of parking outside Brymbo School had been discussed with staff, and the conclusion was that it is currently not an issue, but a letter will be sent out from the police if necessary.  Cllr B Stapley said that he thinks that it is still an issue as he has witnessed incidents of unlawful parking.  Pc Hughes said a person has been given a caution for the vandalism to the football changing room at Cheshire View.  Cllr Monti expressed concern that the person had not been brought before the Court.  Pc Hughes said that the police can only act upon the information that they have received , and it is up to the CPS to determine whether, based upon the evidence, the case can be put before the Court.  He stressed the importance of members of the public coming forward with evidence, which they can give anonymously.  Cllr Monti said that on behalf of the Brymbo/Lodge Youth FC Committee he wished to thank Geraint Jones and the WCBC Streetscene team for all their help in clearing the vandalised building from the field, which could have had a considerable cost implication for the Club.  Pc Hughes said that reports have been received about youths gathering in the vicinity of the bus stop in Park Road, and the situation is being monitored.  Cllr Williams expressed concern that Pc Hughes had not received a report of a pellet gun incident in the vicinity of Brymbo School playground.  Pc Hughes said that he has not yet received the report from the duty officer.  He informed the Council that Pcso Gemma Hellyn has had a baby boy, and will be back on duty after six months maternity leave.  The Chairman thanked Pc Hughes for attending the meeting
The Clerk gave councillors a copy of the WCBC Dog Control Orders. Views are sought by WCBC. 

2. CAMBRIAN HOUSE                

Cllr Rogers reported that he has met the Chief Economic Development Officer WCBC, who informed him that WCBC are willing to hand back the property to the Council before the end of the lease.  Before doing this they would remove the cleanroom and are seeking quotations for the work.  This would be to restore the building to its original state.  Cllr Rogers said that he had recently inspected the property and it is in very good order, and Cllr Davies said it could prove to be an asset for the Community. It was decided that a site visit will be made on 18 June to give councillors the opportunity of inspecting the property.  

3. COUNTY BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Rogers said he wished to thank the electorate for electing him in the May elections and he will endeavour to strive for improved facilities for the people he represents, particularly for young people.  He said that in principle WCBC have agreed to make cosmetic improvements to Tanyfron Community Centre, and informed the Council that the Brymbo Community Centre site has now been sold to a developer for housing.  He said that last week he attended a Brymbo/Broughton Housing Renewal Committee meeting and was told that over the next three months, because of housing works, there will be some disruption to motorists because of the closure of Station Road, and this could also affect bus services.  Cllr Rogers said that he had attended two meetings to discuss the MUGA at Blast Road, and said that when the question of the open space is resolved, which is part of the planning application for the rest of the site, this should result in the transfer of the ownership of the land on which the MUGA stands to WCBC.  They will then be in a position to carry out the necessary renovations that are needed for the MUGA.  Cllr Shone asked Cllr Rogers if he will encourage WCBC to complete the ownership transfer as quickly as possible because delay will result in an increase in costs.  He said that BDL have expressed a willingness to make this transfer.  Cllr Griffiths asked whether arrangements can be made to remove rubbish dumped from the rear of Tanyfron Community Centre as it is preventing residents, whose gardens back onto the Centre, from cutting their hedges.  Geraint Smith said that he will see to this.  Cllr B Stapley said he had reported to the Estates Office a tree in need of pruning in Edwards Avenue, but this had not been done satisfactorily.  Cllr Kelly reported that he has been liaising with Cllr Rogers on a number of issues.  He said he has been trying to secure some additional litter bins for the Community, and Geraint Smith said an additional two have been put in Bwlchgwyn and three in Brymbo.  He agreed, at the request of Cllr Woodfine-Jones, to look into the provision of an additional one in Cefn Road.  Geraint Smith confirmed that the benches ordered by the Council for Bwlchgwyn have arrived in the WCBC depot, and they will be put in place when the manpower is available.  The Chairman informed Cllr Kelly that he has asked the Streetscene Area Engineer WCBC to cost out a number of potential projects for Bwlchgwyn and is awaiting his reply. Cllr Birch asked whether anything can be done for traffic calming outside Tanyfron School.  Cllr Kelly said that the traffic calming measures outside Minera School had been secured by the combined efforts of the Governors, police, and the staff of the school.  The Chairman thanked the County Borough Councillors for their reports.
4. ROADS            
Geraint Smith reported that information about road repairs over the next 12 months will be put on the internet by WCBC.  He said that recently they have experienced the theft of a number of storm drain covers, particularly in the Minera /Bwlchgwyn area, which has resulted in considerable cost being incurred for their replacement.
5. BUS SHELTERS SERVICES AND STOPS 
The Clerk read out a letter from the Operational Manager WCBC, which informed the Council that appropriate searches with their Development Control Section, and the Land Registry Office have not produced proof of WCBC ownership of the section of footway in Park Road that has been the location of an unofficial bus stop.  Cllr Griffiths said that a resident of Tanyfron has told him that he has this proof, and the Clerk asked Cllr Griffiths if he could request that this information is sent in to the Clerk.  The Clerk is to remind WCBC that the bus stop road markings requested for Tanyfron Road and College Hill have not yet been done.  Cllr Rogers said that WCBC are soon to have a review of bus stops, bus routes and bus shelters.  
6. PLAYINGFIELDS AND PLAYGROUNDS.
Cllr Birch said that play equipment from Cae Merfyn has been removed, and Cllr Rogers said he had objected to this but WCBC had deemed the equipment unsafe.  Cllr Birch said that he understood that the equipment would be replaced. 
7. LAMPS
Cllr Wynne is to continue as the Lighting Rep. for the Vron Ward.  The Clerk gave Cllr Wynne a copy of a quotation from NWP for the installation of a new column etc. at Roseway Tanyfron at a cost of £1860.00 plus vat.  The quote had a location plan attached, and Cllr Wynne thought that it showed  the lamp in the wrong position.  No action is to be taken on the quote until Cllr Wynne has made a site visit.  Cllr Woodfine-Jones reported that he is seeking a quotation from NWP for a new lamp on a footpath approach to the Community Centre in Bwlchgwyn.  The Clerk said that a resident of Wesley Road had rung him to thank the Council for having a lamp in the road put back on.  

8. FOOTPATHS
The Chairman reported on a site meeting he had attended with a WCBC Rights of Way Officer, to look at obstructions to the route of FP 80.  He said that he has suggested a number of options to restore or divert the path, and an estimate has been received by the Council, amounting to approximately £650.00, for removing obstructions to the path.  The Chairman said that he will consult with WCBC regarding the estimate with a view to finding a solution to the problem.  Cllr B Stapley reported an obstruction on the path from Railway Road to Queens Road, and the Clerk said he will send in a Problem Report.  Geraint Smith reported that the path from Brake Road to Llewelyn Road, formerly FP 45, will be inspected in the near future with a view to some resurfacing and the erection of barriers at the Llewelyn Road end.

P/2008/0501 – 4 Pen y Dyffryn Cefn Road Bwlchgwyn – Erection of chimney.  Approved.
P/2008/0528 – Bodhyfryd Maes Maelor Bwlchgwyn – Extension to form living room and bedroom.  Approved.
P/2008/0533 – Land adjacent to Bryn Derfel St Albans Road Tanyfron – Amended design and layout of new dwelling approved under BRY P/2007/0955.  Approved.
P/2008/0585 – 13 Cheshire View Brymbo – Ground floor rear extension.  Approved.
The Clerk gave Cllr Tilston and Cllr B Stapley copies of some reports by the Chief Planning Officer  to the WCBC Planning Committee.   The Clerk read out a letter from the Chief Planning Officer WCBC which informed the Council that in the near future WCBC will be sending out planning consultations by e-mail and will be making all plans and details of applications available on the internet.  Cllr Kelly said that WCBC have detailed maps and that if councils feel that they are in anyway inaccurate they should make representations as part of the LDP consultation process.  Cllr Shone said he is concerned that house owners are acquiring pieces of land that should have formed part of a cycle way that could have provided a route into Wrexham.  Cllr Davies said that in 1995 such a plan had been put forward by Groundwork but this never came to fruition.  Cllr Kelly has been looking into the status of the Milestone Quarry in Bwlchgwyn, which was originally designated as an area for recreation, amenity, and tourism.  He said that the Chief Planning Officer agrees that the tourism element should be removed for the LDP.

13. DONATIONS

Brymbo Angling Club - £1000.00. Proposed by Cllr B Stapley, seconded by Cllr Rogers, and agreed.  This is for improvements to the pool area particularly for disabled anglers, and is to be provided for out of the Brymbo Ward Fund.  
Brymbo Luncheon Club - £2000.00.  Proposed by Cllr Shone, seconded by Cllr A Stapley, and agreed. This is for the purchase, 1 years tax and insurance for an old ambulance that will be used as mini bus transport for members of the Club and will be available for other Community use .  This is to be provided for out of the Brymbo Ward Fund.  Cllr B Stapley declared a personal interest, and signed the appropriate form.
All Saints Church Southsea PCC - £100.00.  Proposed by Cllr Birch, seconded by Cllr Williams, and agreed.

Family Friends 5’s – 11’s - £100.00.  Proposed by Cllr Monti, seconded by Cllr Shone, and agreed. 
A donation request from the Llangollen International Musical Eisteddfod was not considered as no accounts had not been received.  

Groundwork have returned the Councils donation cheque for £50.00. because they do not yet know if their funding bid to WREN for the Plas Power Biodiversity Community Events Project was successful.

Two residents of Bwlchgwyn have written to the Clerk to express an interest in becoming a member of the Council.  After discussing the matter the Council agreed to co-opt Mr Neville Price for the vacancy for the Bwlchgwyn Ward, proposed by Cllr Monti, seconded by Cllr Shone, and agreed.  
15. AUDIT 2007/8
The Clerk reported that the Annual Return is to be submitted to the External Auditor by 31 July, and he will be taking in the Council’s books and records to the Internal Auditor next week.  
The Clerk and Chairman signed the Cash Book and the Clerk gave out copies of the notice of audit and inspection period for putting on notice boards in the Community.
