MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BRYMBO COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 12 JUNE 2007 IN THE COMMUNITY CENTRE LODGE.

Present      -      Cllr M Shone (Chairman)

Brymbo Ward Councillors – N Davies, D Greenaway, K Monti, D Moran, A Stapley, B Stapley.
Bwlchgwyn Ward Councillors – H Williams. Vron Ward Councillors – A Birch, S Wynne.  Police – Pc Kim Jones, Pc Tim Hughes, Pcso Mike Camplin. WCBC  - Steve Jones and Geraint Smith of the Streetscene Section.
Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs G Jones, P Thomas, and D Griffiths.  Cllrs G Jones and D Moran were present at the meeting following the AGM on the 8 May, but this had not been recorded on the minutes.  The minutes of the meetings held on 8 May were confirmed as a true record, and signed by the Chairman.  
1. POLICING 
The Clerk read out a Police crime report for the month of May.  Brymbo – 6 reported offences, which included damage to a vehicle, theft from a vehicle and attempted theft.  There had been 4 reported incidents of anti-social behaviour.  Bwlchgwyn – 1 burglary other than a dwelling, and one incident of anti-social behaviour.  Vron – no reported crimes but 6 incidents of anti-social behaviour.  Cllr B Stapley said that he had witnessed some under age drinking in Brymbo and had spoken to one youth who had apologised, and Pc Jones said that it was important for names of offenders to be given to officers.  Cllr Stapley said that there had also been some incidents of fly tipping.  The Clerk had received an agenda and notice for a meeting of the Neighbourhood Policing Panels scheduled for 19 July.  The Chairman thanked the Officers for attending the meeting.  
2. CAMBRIAN HOUSE                    No further information.
3. COUNTY BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Shone gave a report the content of which is contained under the appropriate minute headings.

4. ROADS
Steve Jones of WCBC addressed the Council on the new initiative, involving the creation of a Streetscene Section for highways, that will be fully operational from 1 September.  He said that the primary reason for the re-organisation is to provide an improved and consistent service and to provide one point of contact for all issues regarding highways and WCBC owned land.  He introduced Geraint Smith, who is the Area Co-ordinator for Brymbo Community.  There will be a call centre with one telephone number which will be the contact point for reporting problems, and Community Councils will have more say in prioritising any work to be done, although certain decisions will still have to be made based upon need.  Cllr Monti said that after the recent site meeting in Brymbo, he is pleased with the quick remedial action taken to sort out the highway problems inspected.  Cllr Shone said that some necessary re-surfacing work has been completed such as improvements to the surface of Argoed.  Cllr Birch however expressed disappointment that remedial work to roads inspected in Tanyfron at a site meeting has not been done.  He also reported that trees bordering the Brymbo Link road need pruning.   Cllr Greenaway reported that litter is being left on roads in Brymbo during the weekly round of refuse collection.  Steve Jones said that a full time litter picker has been operating in Brymbo, and it was agreed that he is doing a good job.  Cllr B Stapley reported some fly tipping at Waterside Way and said that he has collected some evidence that may help to identify the culprit.  He also asked whether the underside of Ockners Bridge could be painted with white paint, as overgrown vegetation has been making it difficult for motorists travelling under it.  Cllr B Stapley reported that he had attended a meeting with Urban 2 officers to discuss the proposed heritage place name signs proposed for the Community, and he showed councillors a copy of a proposed design.  The cost per sign has been calculated at £1400.00 plus ongoing maintenance and the Council had agreed to contribute £1,000.00.  It was agreed that the design shown would not be appropriate for all sections of the Community, and Cllr B Stapley is to discuss a more appropriate one with Urban 2 officers.  It was agreed that 6 large and 6 small signs would be needed for the 3 villages and that the Council would be prepared to contribute an additional £500.00.  The Chairman thanked Steve Jones and Geraint Smith for attending the meeting. 
5. BUS SHELTERS SERVICES AND STOPS
The Clerk read out a reply from WCBC which stated that an additional service cannot be provided to enable residents of Tanyfron to get to work in Wrexham for 9.00 am, as the cost is prohibitive.  The letter states that the development of the Steelworks site could generate the potential for an operator to provide a commercial service, to include Tanyfron.  Cllr Wynne said that no additional service is required if the 9.20.am service through Tanyfron could be re-scheduled for 8.20.am.


6. PLAYINGFIELDS AND PLAYGROUNDS
Cllr Shone reported that Brymbo councillors had received a letter from a resident of Brymbo stating that the provision of a bowling green at Bronwens Green would be preferable to that of a junior football pitch.  He said that the letter contained some inaccuracies, and Cllr Davies confirmed that he had sent a reply to the letter pointing these out.  Cllr Shone reported that WCBC will be providing some new equipment at the Meadowview, Argoed, and Cae Merfyn playgrounds, and Cllr Birch thanked him for his help in achieving this.  Cllr Shone reported that there has been some opposition raised by Tanyfron residents to the siting of a MUGA at Meadowview.  He said that WCBC will be doing some tests on 2 sites, Meadowview and Cae Merfyn, and planning permission will be put in for both to assess public reaction.  He said that verbal opposition has been made by some residents to the siting of a MUGA in Tanyfron, and he has asked those involved to put it in writing.  He said that there had been 4 Public Meetings in Tanyfron which have supported the provision of a MUGA, but Cllr Birch is to organise another Public Meeting to identify current opinions.  
7. LAMPS
Cllr Wynne has agreed to be the Lighting Rep. for the Vron Ward.
8. FOOTPATHS
The Clerk gave a copy of the WCBC Draft Rights of Way Improvement Plan 2007 to Cllr Monti.

Cllr D Griffiths has agreed to be the Public Footpath Rep. for Vron Ward.
9. WAR MEMORIALS

The Clerk said he had received some e-mails from Cllr Tilston about the condition of the War Memorial Site at Bwlchgwyn following recent accidents.  The matter is to be put on the Agenda for the July meeting, for discussion and to decide what action is to be taken to improve the Site... 

10. CHURCHYARDS
The Clerk read out a letter from the Vicar of Brymbo, which contained an update of the situation regarding the churchyard at St Mary’s Church.  The Clerk is to invite Rev Carter to the July meeting, when the matter of the cost of additional cuts to the grass will also be discussed.
11. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 
The following planning applications were considered – 

P/2007/0587 – Llwyn Ifor Stores St Albans Road Tanyfron – New front entrance to managers flat over existing shop.  Approved.   
P/2007/0675 – Land North of Waen Farm Glascoed Road Bwlchgwyn – Erection of stables for personal use.  Approved.
P/2007/0681 – 8 Mount Zion Brymbo – Bedroom and en-suite extension and conservatory.  Approved.
P22007/0693 – Brymbo Household Recycling Centre Civic Amenity Site Broughton Road  Lodge – Extension and re-development of existing household recycling centre.  This has only recently been received and is to be considered  by the Brymbo Ward Planning Sub-committee.
Copies of recent decisions by WCBC Planning Committee have been received by the Clerk.

A letter had been received from Nightingale House Hospice, giving information about a Ladies Midnight Walk, a fund raising event, which takes place on 16 June.  

14.  BRYMBO COMMUNITY CENTRE
Cllr Shone reported that he had attended a meeting with representatives of the Youth Service, and after examining their budget for Brymbo, had tried to interest them in the use of the Centre as a Youth Centre.  He said he wished to seek opinions on whether combining Brymbo and Tanyfron Youth Clubs would be an acceptable option when the new spine road is completed.  Cllr Birch said he would be opposed to this.  Cllr Shone also asked whether the Council would be prepared to provide some revenue funding if the Centre was used as a Youth Centre.  Cllr B Stapley said he would be opposed to this.  Cllr Shone said that if any voluntary organisation is prepared to take over the running of the Centre it would be able to take advantage of a significant reduction in running costs.
