MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BRYMBO COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 13 JUNE 2006 IN THE COMMUNITY CENTRE BRYMBO.

An apology for absence had been received from Cllr S Tilston, who had also informed the Clerk that the May minutes need to be amended as follows. Cllr Thomas was not present at the meeting but had tended his apologies, and Cllr Tilston had agreed to resume his role as Footpath Rep. for Bwlchgwyn Ward.  The minutes of the meeting held on 9 May 2006 were confirmed as a true record, and signed by the Chairman.  The Clerk is to write to Mrs E M Charlton on behalf of the Council to thank her for deputising for the Clerk during the period for his leave of absence.  
1. POLICING
Pc Owen gave a crime report for the period since the May meeting.  Brymbo – 6 reported offences which included a vehicle crime, assault, and criminal damage.  An untaxed and uninsured vehicle in the village has been seized.  11 calls for anti-social behaviour had been made, most of these being football related.  Bwlchgwyn – 1 reported crime of burglary to an outdoor building.  No anti-social behaviour calls.  Vron – 1 report for assault, and 4 anti-social behaviour calls.  A meeting had been held between the Police and representatives of the local authority and it was agreed that an extra member of staff is to be appointed to the Youth Club.  Pc Owen reported that two meetings had been held for the Brymbo/Tanyfron Neighbourhood Panel, and certain initiatives decided. The Police now have head cameras for filming certain incidents, and trading standards are to do some test purchases for liquor supplies in Brymbo and Tanyfron.  The Clerk read out a letter from a Brymbo resident, which expressed grave concern about the safety of children walking to St Mary’s School when contractors are delivering materials to several building sites on their school route.  Pc Owen reported that he had met the developers on a number of occasions and had asked if deliveries could be made after 9.00 am.  A developer is prepared to meet parents, and the Head Teacher has sent a report to the Evening Leader which also appeals for mini buses transporting children to park safely outside the school gates.  Pc Owen said that the Police are monitoring the situation.  The Chairman read out a letter from a resident complaining that her mother, who is a resident of Brymbo, is suffering harassment from youths.  Pc Owen says he has been to see the elderly resident and is attending to the matter.  Cllr A Stapley reported that a bag of CD’s had been found in Brymbo Churchyard, and Pc Owen suggested that the finder should attend his next surgery as some CD’s had been stolen from a car in the village. The Chairman thanked Pc Owen for his report.
WREXHAM YOUTH AND COMMUNITY SERVICE

Mr Fred Derbyshire, Area Manager (West), of the service was invited to the meeting to address the Council.  He gave all councillors a copy of a presentation on Detached and Outreach Youth Work, which outlined the definition and principles and costs of the service that can be offered to local communities.  He explained to councillors how he thought an outreach service for young people can benefit a community, and said that the provision being offered by Tanyfron Youth Club is now improving.  Cllr Monti asked why Brymbo Youth Club could not be open more often, and Mr Derbyshire said the problem is one of funding.  Cllr Jones said that on many occasions youth problems that have occurred in Brymbo have been caused by youths coming in from other areas.  Mr Derbyshire said that if a young person is barred from a youth club this ban will apply to all clubs, but it does not prevent that person from travelling to another area as they may have friends there.  He confirmed that any person barred from a club is added to a list which is circulated, and the police may be informed.  Cllr Williams said that one problem in Brymbo is that the Youth Club is closed too often, and this is sometimes because of staff training nights, and she asked whether these could be re-scheduled so that they did not conflict with the nights the Youth Club was open..  Mr Derbyshire said that the outreach service has worked well in Coedpoeth and Brynteg, and in answer to a question by Cllr Davies said that the service in Coedpoeth had been part funded through the Urban 2 programme but this ends in December.  The Chairman thanked Mr Derbyshire for his presentation and said that the provision of an outreach service would be discussed by the Council at a future meeting as there are significant cost implications.
2. CAMBRIAN HOUSE                    No further information.


3. COUNTY BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORTS
This matter is to be deferred until the July meeting because no County Borough Councillors were present.

4. ROADS
The Clerk reported that WCBC had sent a schedule of roads in the Borough that have been assessed for traffic calming.  Only those scoring 7 or more points qualify for the 50% contribution scheme, and there are no roads in Brymbo Community with this number of  points, which confirms what was reported by Cllr Shone at the May meeting.  The Clerk has been informed that a second stage meeting arranged by WCBC on Health Impact Assessment and planned for 22 June, has been cancelled.  Cllr Tilston had e-mailed the Clerk to request that WCBC erect a “dangerous bend “ sign on the outskirts of Bwlchgwyn village  Recently a vehicle leaving the village in the direction of Wrexham failed to negotiate the bend and ended up in a garden, and this is only one of a number of accidents that have occurred.  Cllr B Stapley said that he has now taken some photographs at suggested sites for road signs for Brymbo, as discussed in the April meeting.  Cllr Stapley also reported that the junction of Blast Road/Penygraig Road is badly in need of repair, and there is a deep pot hole on Vicarage Road.  The Chairman reported that residents of Tanyfron are extremely concerned about the disruption that is likely to be caused by the closure of roads in the village because of work on the connection to the main sewerage for the housing development at the former steelworks site.  He said that the proposed period of time for which this disruption will occur has caused the concern.  An urgent site meeting is to be requested with the relevant parties.  
5. BUS SHELTERS SERVICES AND STOPS        No further information.
6. PLAYINGFIELDS AND PLAYGROUNDS.
The Clerk reported that a payment made by the Council in May to WCBC as a contribution towards the climbing frame at King George Rec in Bwlchgwyn had already been paid in February.  This was because WCBC had sent two separate invoices, but they are now sending a refund.  
7. LAMPS  

NWP have reported that they have been requested by BT to remove a bracket, lantern, and supply from a BT pole outside No22 Argoed, which is to be replaced by a new pole.  BT have given permission for the fittings to be replaced on the new pole.  WCBC have now adopted column no 44 on the Mount Hill.

8. FOOTPATHS
The Clerk asked if the Council wishes to participate in the Community Paths Project which was outlined by Mr John Marchant, Rights of Way Officer WCBC, at the May meeting.  I t was agreed that the Clerk should write to Mr Marchant to express the Council’s willingness to participate in the Project.  Cllr Tilston had sent the Clerk a copy of an e-mail he sent to Mr Marchant, which included a suggestion for a circular route involving FP69 and FP70 that could form part of any scheme.  
9. WAR MEMORIALS          No further information.

10. CHURCHYARDS.
The Clerk read out a letter from Rev. Noel Carter, Vicar of Brymbo, that informed the Council that the full responsibility for Brymbo Churchyard lies with him and the Church Wardens, and that they are able to make appropriate decisions and provide the Council with all the information it requires, without involving the Bishop.  The Clerk is to arrange a Special meeting with the Vicar for Brymbo councillors.  
11. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 
The following applications were considered and approved – 
P/2006/0532 – Land adjoining 6 Heol Offa Vron – outline application for the erection of one dwelling
P/2006/0565 – Land at Harwd Road Brymbo – erection of detached dwelling.

P/2006/0575 – Reservoir Cottage Maes Maelor Ruthin Road Bwlchgwyn – replacement dwelling and garage.

P/ 2006/0654 – Haulfryn Ruthin Road Bwlchgwyn – erection of detached garage and conservatory.

With regard to P/2006/0645 – Land off Brymbo Road/College Hill Tanyfron – erection of 56 two storey 2,4, and 4 bedroom detached, semi-detached and mews house types including new access road, public open space and associated works – the Vron Planning Sub-committee will take a little more time to consider the application before responding as it had only just been received.  
Copies of recent WCBC planning decisions have been received by the Clerk.   The Local Health Board are to be informed that the Council are still not in favour of an application by Boots the Chemists to open a pharmacy on the Plas Coch Retail Grounds for the same reasons expressed in 2003, when a similar application was made.  The Clerk said he had received a copy of the minutes of the March 2006 meeting of the Brymbo Steelworks Liaison Committee, and an Agenda for the May meeting.  Cllr B Stapley said that at this meeting it was stated that the two roundabouts on the Brymbo Link Road should stop vehicles speeding down the hill.  He said that members were informed that any development proposed for the lagoon site would not start for approx. 18 months.  He said that BDL may also wish to release a section of land between College Hill and the Link Road.  Cllr Moran said that she expressed her willingness to serve on the Liaison Committee and asked why Cllr Jones had been co-opted

The Clerk has received a letter from WCBC stating that the Housing and Public Protection Dept has completed its dust monitoring program at the Site.  Denbighshire CC have sent a copy of notes of the January meeting of the Coed Llandegla Mountain Bike Centre Monitoring Group.

15. BRYMBO COMMUNITY CENTRE
The Clerk reported that he had spoken to the WCBC Community Centres Manager about the hire of the Centre for Council business, and had been informed that the Council does not need to pay hire charges for its meetings in the Centre.  

RESOLVED – Cllr Monti proposed, seconded by Cllr  A Stapley, and agreed after discussion, that the Council will continue to pay in the foreseeable future because the Centre is under threat of closure and is in need of the income.
16. COMMUNITY BOUNDARY REVIEW

The Clerk read out a letter from Esclusham Community Council that asked whether the Council has expressed any interest in the boundaries of Esclusham Community.  The Clerk is to inform Esclusham that no interest has been expressed.
17. SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITIES BILL
Charter 88 have asked whether the Council is prepared to pass a resolution of support for this Campaign

RESOLVED – It was proposed by Cllr Birch, seconded by Cllr B Stapley, and agreed, that the Council will express its support.
